In science, astrophysics is what makes her heart sing, and she is especially
interested in topics which can be studied with radio astronomy. Her research leans
toward radio galaxies, clusters of galaxies, cosmic rays, astrophysical magnetic
fields, and pulsar magnetospheres.

She loves the town, the
friendly people, and the diversity of cultures and landscapes that New Mexico has
to offer.
